GUIDELINES

The aim of these guidelines is to create a safe and harmonious environment both within the Parent and Toddler Group and with other users of the church and surrounding area.

Parking

The church has a limited number of car park spaces available.  Please do not park beyond the posts as those are reserved for church members who bring those less mobile to the weekly service.  Please also be sensitive to the needs of the shoppers in the Fairway – those roads are narrow and easily blocked.

Buggies

Please park buggies in the church and then walk round to the usual entrance. 

Registration

Please find your name on the list provided and put a tick in the correct week.  Please put a cross through it if you leave before the end of the session.  It is very important that you take the time to do this because it is a record of who is there – vital information in the case of a fire!

Registration forms

If you haven’t filled out a registration form please take one with you, fill it in at home and bring it back when you next come.  Please make sure that your email is clearly written.  In the meantime please fill in a contact sheet to hand in to either Karen or myself before you leave.

Refreshments

We will always try to keep the biscuits to the back of the counter so the children cannot reach them and we will not hand out biscuits unless you are there.  This is to give you control over what and how much your child eats.

Craft

We ask that you always accompany your child to the craft table.  We will not hand out craft materials to a child unless you are there.

Behaviour

You are responsible for the behaviour of the child/ren you bring with you.  We ask that you supervise them especially at the craft and playdough tables and also on the slides and rockers.  We also ask that when any of the older children are playing at the tables – threading, gears, magnetic letters etc. that any items dropped are picked up and so away from the younger children.

Nappies

We do not provide nappy bins and ask that you take any dirty nappies and wipes with you when you leave.  The church rooms are used by many different groups; it would not be nice for someone to start a party by having to pass by the main bins with a ripe nappy in it!
