1 Long ago God promised a saviour for the world called Immanuel 
which means God with us. Isaiah 7:14 

 

2 People lived in hope, waiting to see who would rescue the 
world. Micah 7:7 

 

3 People thought it would be a rich, powerful, strong king. 
Jeremiah 23:5-6 

 

4 But the saviour came to earth as a tiny baby 2000 years ago. 
Luke 2:1 

 

5 Mary was shocked when an angel had told her she would be 
the special baby’s mum.  Luke 1:26-38 

 

6 Mary and her husband Joseph had to go on a long journey 
from Nazareth to Bethlehem.  Luke 2:1-5 

 

7 There were no rooms anywhere in Bethlehem for the baby to 
be born. Luke 2:6-7 

 

8 When Jesus was born Mary wrapped him up and put in in a 
manger, a feeding trough, in a stable.  Luke 2:7 

 

9 The shepherds were the first to hear about Jesus’ birth even 
though they were the lowest in society.  Luke 2:8-15 

 

10 A bright star appeared and some Wise Men who studied the 
stars saw it and decided to follow it.  Matthew 2:1-2 

 

11 The star led the Wise Men to Jerusalem where they met 
Herod, the king of Judea. Matthew 2:1-2 

 

12 King Herod was jealous that a new king had been born. 
Matthew 2:3-6 

 

13 Herod wanted the Wise Men to tell him where baby Jesus 
could be found.  Matthew 2:7-8 

 

14 In a dream the Wise Men were warned not to tell Herod as he 
had plans to kill baby Jesus.  Matthew 2:12 

 

15 The Wise Men took gifts of gold, frankincense and myrrh.  
Matthew 2:11 

 

16 Gold because Jesus is a king.  Isaiah 9:6  

17 Frankincense because Jesus is a priest and it was used for 
prayer.  Hebrews 5:5-6 

 

18 Myrrh because it was used for anointing and Jesus would die – 
we remember this at Easter.  John 19:38-42 

 

19 The Wise Men show that God’s love is for the whole world 
because they came from afar.  John 3:16-17 

 

20 Jesus wants everyone in every nation to know about him.  
Matthew 28:19-20 

 

21 The name Jesus means ‘God saves’ and he changed the 
world. Isaiah 9:6-7 

 

22 Jesus taught that we should live together in peace.  Matthew 
5:9 

 

23 Jesus said that we should love each other.  John 13:34-35 
 

 

24 Jesus is the light of the world which shines in all darkness.  John 
1:1-5
